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We want preschoolers to take a first look at who God is and understand . . .

Key Question: Who can do what God wants you to do?
Bottom Line: I can do what God wants me to do.
Memory Verse: “God made us to do good works.” Ephesians 2:10, NCV
Bible Story Focus: I can help others.
Boy and His Lunch • John 6:1-13
Make It True (Large Group, 15 minutes)

After children have participated in Make It Fun, gather them for a Large Group time that includes interactive worship, the introductory sketch, and the Bible story. 

A Worship Leader and live instruments are recommended to sing along with the music tracks. Encourage children to be active during worship by incorporating the appropriate hand motions. 

Choose an adult or teenager who relates well to preschoolers to tell the Introductory Sketch. If possible, use the same person for an entire month, as the Host role stays the same each month. 

Choose an engaging adult to tell the Bible story. This person should be able to command the attention of preschoolers and control the group through animated storytelling. These scripts are written to be “told” and not “read.” Advanced preparation is necessary.

What You Need: Paperclip “Memory Verse Card” (from the Week One Activity Pages on the Website) in your Bible at Ephesians 2:10, NCV. You will also need a CD player and this month’s worship song, “I Can Do (What God Wants),” which you will need to download from the Website. You will also need “God Made Me Shine,” available at www.AmberSkyRecords.com.
WORSHIP LEADER: “Hello, hello, friends. I can’t wait to sing with you. But first tell me: Who can do what God wants you to do?”
CHILDREN and WORSHIP LEADER: [Bottom Line] “I can do what God wants me to do.”
WORSHIP LEADER: “Yes! [Bottom Line] I can do what God wants me to do. You got it! Let’s sing this month’s song.
Lead children in singing “I Can Do (What God Wants),” this month’s worship song.

“Wonderful singing, my friends. Tell me: Who can do what God wants you to do?”
CHILDREN and WORSHIP LEADER: [Bottom Line] “I can do what God wants me to do.”

WORSHIP LEADER: “Yes indeed, [Bottom Line] I can do what God wants me to do. Who can help me remember what we do next? We sang our first song. What do we do now? (Pause.) Yes! We say our memory verse. Are you ready to say it with me? God made (point both hands up) us to do (point to self and others) good works (thumbs up), Ephesians 2:10. (Open your hands like a book.) Let’s do it again.”
CHILDREN and WORSHIP LEADER: “God made (point both hands up) us to do (point to self and others) good works (thumbs up), Ephesians 2:10.” (Open your hands like a book.)
WORSHIP LEADER: “Yes! You’ve got it totally memorized now! Way to go! Let’s sing one more song about how God made you to shine! 
Lead children in singing “God Made Me Shine.”
“So great! Remind me one more time: Who can do what God wants you to do?”

CHILDREN and WORSHIP LEADER: [Bottom Line] “I can do what God wants me to do.”
Introductory Sketch

What You Need: A drum, drumsticks, and a clipboard
HOST: “Hey guys! Listen, I’ve been working on a new song. Do you want to hear it? (Pause.) You may have heard this one before, but I’ve kind of put my own spin on it. Are you ready? (Pause.) Okay, here it goes. (Singing rock-star style.) Jesus loves me! (Tap, tap.) This I know! (Tap, tap, tap.) For the coolest book ever—the Bible (tap)—tells me so!
“How was that? (Pause.) Pretty sweet right? I think my friends—the ones that are with me in our band called KIDS ROCK—will love it. I really love playing music with my friends and the music we play is all about the coolest guy ever: GOD! 

“In fact, we’re already making lists of all the places we want to play. Check this out. (Look at the list on the clipboard.) We want to play at our school. That would be awesome. What if I’m named star student after giving a stellar performance? Yeah, that would be super cool.
“Ooo, here’s a good one. I think my friend Jaden wrote this one down. Maybe someday we could play at a baseball stadium. Wouldn’t that be so cool? (Tap a rhythm on the drum.) Yeah, that would be a TOTAL home run! Well, as long as there’s not TOO many people there. Then I might get a little nervous.
(Look down at clipboard again.) “Hold on, there’s something new on this list. The children’s hospital? Why would our band want to play at the children’s hos. . .
(Put up finger as if the light bulb just came on.) “Oh, I get it! We could play at the children’s hospital to make all the kids feel better. That would be an AWESOME place to play. That would rock! And, well, that IS the name of our band after all: KIDS ROCK! We could play our music to actually help someone feel better. Oh, I’ve got to tell the band that this is a GREAT idea. See you guys later!”
(Host exits carrying clipboard. Storyteller enters with Bible.)
Bible Story

First Look offers weekly Bible stories on our DVD titled Wonder! Look at God’s Story, which you may choose to use rather than a live Storyteller this week. This DVD is available for purchase at the Orange Store on our Website.

What You Need: A Bible, 1 brown paper lunch bag with 2 plastic fish and 5 pieces of sandwich bread, a table covered with a tablecloth (the tablecloth should reach the floor), 5-6 unopened loaves of bread and 3 large economy sized boxes of Goldfish® crackers hidden underneath the tablecloth, and a preselected 5-year-old boy from the audience
STORYTELLER: “Hey everybody! I’m SO excited to see you here today, because I have the most amazing story to tell you straight from the Bible. (Hold up Bible.) Let me ask you this: When we read something in the Bible, is it true? Did it really happen? (Pause.) YES! Everything you read in the Bible is TRUE! 
“Okay, so this true story from the Bible happened when Jesus was up on a mountain. People LOVED to hear Jesus speak, and on this day, thousands of people followed Him. Which is a good thing, because then Jesus could tell all the people how much God loves them. 

“But it wasn’t long before some tummies in the crowd started grumbling! You know what that sounds like, right? How does your tummy sound when it just wants some food? (Pause.) That’s how mine sounds too!
“The people in the crowd listening to Jesus that day had some super rumbly tummies. They were hungry because it was lunchtime. And remember how I said it was a big crowd? Well, the Bible says there were more than 5,000 people there! That’s a LOT of rumbly tummies and a LOT of people to feed.
“Jesus told His friends, the disciples, to find food to feed all the people. Wow! They needed a LOT of food. And there was nowhere to get food! But there was a boy.
(Motion for preselected boy to come and stand next to you.)
“Now this young man thought ahead because he brought his lunch that day. (To the boy) Way to plan ahead, dude! (Grab the lunch bag.) Hmm, I wonder what you packed. (To the boy) Is there a pudding cup in here? How about raisins? I LOVE raisins. Let’s see. (Pull out the bread and hand it to the boy.) Looks like you’ve got five small loaves. (Pull out the plastic fish and hand it to the boy.) And there’s two fish. And this young boy was willing to share. There were all of these grownups in the crowd, and who saves the day? A kid, of course! KIDS ROCK!

“Well, this is definitely enough to feed one boy, but there were over 5,000 people there that day. There’s NO way this would be enough to feed such a big crowd. How are Jesus and the disciples going to feed that BIG crowd with just five loaves of bread and two fish? Well, let me tell you what happened!

“Jesus took the five loaves of bread (take the bread back from the boy) and the two fish (take the fish back from the boy) and gave thanks to God. Then the disciples started handing food out to people. 

(Walk behind the table and start pulling out the loaves of bread and boxes of Goldfish one by one as you talk.) “Bread and fish for you and you and you and you and you and you. The disciples just kept handing out bread and fish! Before long, every person in that HUGE crowd had been served. More than 5,000 people were fed by just 2 fish and 5 loaves of bread! That’s amazing, isn’t it? (Pause.) Jesus is amazing!
(To the boy) “Thanks for your help! You can head back to your seat. 
“But that’s not all. There was SO much food that they even had leftovers. The Bible tells us that there were TWELVE baskets of food when they’d finished. Let’s count to 12 together. (Count to 12.)
“Wow! All those people were fed and they had 12 baskets of leftovers! Because that boy was willing to share his lunch, God used him to make a difference. And if that little boy can make a difference, do you think you can too? Let me hear you say, ‘Yeah!’”
CHILDREN: “Yeah!”

STORYTELLER: “Can you make a difference?”
CHILDREN: “Yeah!”

STORYTELLER: “Of course you can, because you’re a kid. And KIDS ROCK! Did you like the story? If you did, give it two thumbs up! (Pause.) Awesome. Now tell me: Who can do what God wants you to do? 
CHILDREN and STORYTELLER: [Bottom Line] “I can do what God wants me to do.”
STORYTELLER: “That’s the truth! You can do what God wants you to do by helping others this week, just like the boy helped feed 5,000 people by sharing his lunch. Let’s pray.
“God, thank You for this amazing TRUE story. Thank you for that boy who was willing to share his lunch and do what You wanted him to do. Thank You for the amazing way that YOU fed all those people through Your power. We want to do what YOU want us to do this week by helping others. In Jesus’ name, amen.”
(Dismiss children and leaders to their groups.)
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
