Bottom Line: You can do it.

Between the diaper changes, snacking, and rocking, there are small windows of playtime that are an amazing opportunity to teach children about their loving Heavenly Father. This curriculum is designed to bridge the gap as your young toddlers move from the baby room towards the twos.

Play Ball
What You Need: Ball

What You Do: Sit or stand with a small group of children. Call out a child’s name and then roll, toss, or place the ball in the hands of the child while saying, “You can do it.” Continue as long as there is interest. 

What You Say: “God made [child’s name]. Roll the ball to [child’s name]. Yeah! [Child’s name], you can do it. Now, who should we roll it to next? Hmm? God made [another child’s name]. Roll it to [another child’s name]. [Another child’s name], you can do it!”

Friend Play
What You Need: Shape sorter
What You Do: Sit with one or two toddler friends and play with the shape sorter.
What You Say: “Hi, [child’s name]. Do you want to come and play with me? We’re going to put the shapes into the right holes. Can you do it? I think you can! God made you! You can do so many things. You can do it!” 
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
