Bible Story: King-Sized Hand-Me-Downs (David and Saul’s Armor) • 1 Samuel 17

Bottom Line: God made you to be you.
Memory Verse: “We are God’s creation. He created us to belong to Christ Jesus. Now we can do good works. Long ago God prepared these works for us to do.” Ephesians 2:10, NIrV
Life App: Uniqueness—discovering who God made you to be so you can make a difference.
Basic Truth: I can trust God no matter what.
Social: Providing Time for Fun Interaction (Small Groups, 15 minutes)

Welcome kids and spend time engaging in conversation and catching up. Get ready to experience today’s story. 
Before kids arrive, pray for each regular attendee by name. Pray for those who might visit your group for the first time. Thank God for how uniquely He made each one of your few and that no two of them are exactly alike. Pray that kids would embrace who they are and who God made them to be, so He can use them to do what He planned for them to do.
15 Second Answers
What You Need: Offering container, Small foam ball or beanbag
What You Do:

· Welcome the kids as they arrive and encourage them to put their offerings into the offering container.

· Explain that you will pass the ball to a kid across the circle, ask that kid a question, and then give him/her 15 seconds to answer. You can use your watch or smart phone, or you can simply count in your head.
· Before starting, make sure kids are clear that 15 seconds is not a long time, so they need to make sure they’re paying attention and staying sharp while waiting to get the ball. 

· Continue tossing the ball around the circle, asking and answering questions (within 15 seconds) so that every kid can answer more than one. (You’ll end up repeating some of the questions, which is intentional.)
Questions:

1. Tell us about your happiest day ever.
2. Who is your hero and why?

3. If you could build your own home, describe what it would look like.

4. Who is your favorite family member and why?

5. What is your most treasured possession and why?

6. What is your favorite sport?

7. What do you love most about school?

8. What is the best thing that’s ever happened at church?

9. What is the funniest thing you’ve ever seen?

10. What is your favorite food?

11. What is the coolest thing about your best friend?

12. If you could go anywhere in the world, where would you want to go and why?

What You Say:

“Was it hard to come up with an answer in 15 seconds? You did a great job and I learned some fun new things about each one of you! [Transition] Just as no two answers were exactly alike, no two of you are exactly alike! We’ll hear all about your uniqueness in Large Group today. Let’s go!”

Lead your group to the Large Group area.
Groups: Creating a Safe Place to Connect (Small Groups, 25 minutes)
Create a safe place to connect and learn how the Bible story applies to real life experiences, through interactive activities and discussion questions.

Fingerprint Story (application activity / review the Bible story)
What You Need: White cardstock, washable inkpads, baby wipes, markers
What You Do:
· Review the story with your group. Remind them of the main action points: 

· David’s father sent him to check on his brothers at the battlefield.
· David heard Goliath taunting Israel’s army.
· David agreed to fight and Saul gave him his armor.
· David refused the armor and headed to the battlefield with five stones and a sling.
· David faced the giant and defeated him with a stone to the forehead.
· Encourage the kids to pick one scene from today’s story and to create a picture with their fingerprints! Explain that they can use their fingerprints to create the people in the scene they’ve chosen. The fingerprints can be the bodies and then they can use the markers to draw in details like arms and legs, facial features, etc.
· Give the kids 10 minutes to draw and then share their pictures with the group.
· Hand out wipes or send kids to the sink to wash their hands.

What You Say:
“There is SO much action in our Bible story today, which gives us so many things to draw! I love your pictures. But do you know what my favorite part is? Your fingerprints! Did you know that out of every single person in the world, you are the ONLY one with your unique fingerprints? Just as God made David to do some unique and really incredible things, [Bottom Line] God made you to be you. There is no one else exactly like you. God is counting on you to use your uniqueness to do big things!
Prayer
What You Need: Kids’ fingerprint stories from the “Fingerprint Story” activity
What You Do: 

· Ask the kids to hold their fingerprint stories and to focus in on just one of their fingerprints.
· Instruct the kids to say, “Thank You, God, for making me to be me.”
· Close in prayer, reminding the kids of the truth that [Bottom Line] God made you to be you.
What You Say:

“Heavenly Father, You are awesome! Thank You so much for each one of these awesome kids. Thank You for the way You’ve made each of them special.  Help us to discover our uniqueness so that we can make a difference in the world around us. Help us to trust and follow You. In Jesus’ name, amen.”
Encourage the kids to show their fingerprint story pages to their parents/guardians and explain what’s happening in the scene and how they’ve used their unique fingerprints to create their pictures.
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
