King-Sized Hand-Me-Downs
Bible Story: King-Sized Hand-Me-Downs (David and Saul’s Armor) • 1 Samuel 17

Bottom Line: God made you to be you.
Memory Verse: “We are God’s creation. He created us to belong to Christ Jesus. Now we can do good works. Long ago God prepared these works for us to do.” Ephesians 2:10, NIrV
Life App: Uniqueness—discovering who God made you to be so you can make a difference.
Basic Truth: I can trust God no matter what.
Social: Providing Time for Fun Interaction (Small Groups, 15 minutes)

Welcome kids and spend time engaging in conversation and catching up. Get ready to experience today’s story. 

Before kids arrive, pray for each regular attendee by name. Pray for those who might visit your group for the first time. Thank God for how uniquely He made each one of your few and that no two of them are exactly alike. Pray that kids would embrace who they are and who God made them to be, so He can use them to do what He planned for them to do.

All About Me
What You Need: offering container, “All About Me” Activity Pages, magazines, glue, scissors
What You Do:

· Invite kids to put their offerings in the container as they arrive. 

· Talk with kids about what kinds of things they like to do or eat. 
· Then talk about words that describe them like boy/girl, tall/short.  

· Give each kid an Activity Page.
· Instruct kids to look through magazines and find pictures of things that describe them or that they like (hot dogs, red hair, soccer balls, etc.).
· Have them cut out the pictures and glue them inside the outline of the head. 

· Encourage each kid to share their completed picture with the group. 
· If extra time before large group:

· Talk with kids about what it means to achieve something—to work towards something you can’t do, so you will soon be able to do it. Tell a quick story about something you achieved, like running a race or finishing a project. 

What You Say:

“Those are some really interesting pictures! There are a lot of different parts that make each one of you who you are. [Transition] Today in Large Group, we are going to hear about a boy who would have said he was nothing more than a shepherd, until he was called on to be much more than that.”
Lead your group to the Large Group area.

Groups: Creating a Safe Place to Connect (Small Groups, 25 minutes)
Create a safe place to connect and learn how the Bible story applies to real life experiences, through interactive activities and discussion questions.

A Big, Big Man (application activity / review the Bible story)
What You Need: Masking tape, butcher paper, scissors, markers, measuring tape, beanbag, stepladder or chair

What You Do:

· Take a length of butcher paper and tape it to the wall around the height of most of your kids. 

· Let them take turns quickly going to the paper and standing against it while you mark each of their heights. If they can write, let them write their names next to their mark.

· Tell kids how tall you are and then tell them that the Bible says that Goliath was nine feet tall. 

· Then, using the measuring tape and stepladder, measure how tall nine feet is (or to the ceiling if your room is not tall enough). Place a piece of paper at the nine-foot mark above where the kids’ measurements are.
· Stand up against the wall where the measurement is to show how much taller Goliath was than you are.
· Divide kids into six groups and assign each group a body part: head, two arms, two legs, body.
· Pass out a large piece of butcher paper to each group and help them draw out the body part at the size they think it would have been for Goliath.
· When they are finished drawing their body parts, tell them cut out their part. 

· Help kids hang their body part up in the right spot on the wall under the tape mark. Be sure to stand close and spot kids if they are climbing on a chair or ladder.  
· Finally, line kids up and let them take turns throwing a beanbag at Goliath, trying to hit his head with it. 

What You Say:

“It’s hard to believe that a boy like David was able to defeat such a large man as Goliath. I can see why everyone else was so afraid of him! But David knew that he had God on his side and didn’t need to feel frightened of anyone—not even someone as big as Goliath. David used the gifts God had given him to do what he knew God wanted him to do. Even though Goliath was big, David told himself that [Bottom Line] God made you to be you. His decision to fight Goliath was a brave one, but it worked out.  [Make It Personal] (Tell kids about a time that required you to be brave when you used a gift God has given you.) We should be brave with the talents God has given us.”  
Prayer
What You Need: No supplies needed

What You Do: 

· Have kids stand in a circle. 
· Instruct kids to use their thumbs to point at themselves as you pray. 

· Say a prayer thanking God for each child by name. 

What You Say:

“God thank You that You have created each person in this room with a different set of gifts and talents. Thank You that we are all unique. Thank You for teaching [each kid’s name] that You made us to be us! Thank You for creating each one of us the way You did. Amen.”

As adults arrive to pick up, tell them to ask kids what it means to be unique and/or something they learned about someone in their small group today. 
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
