**Allergy Alert 

November 19, 2017
Bible Story Focus: I am thankful for people who help me.
 Ruth, Naomi, and Boaz • Ruth 1–2
Memory Verse: “I will give thanks to the Lord with my whole heart.” Psalm 111:1, ESV
Key Question: Who can you thank for everything?
Bottom Line: I can thank God for everything.
Basic Truth: God made me.
Social: Providing Time for Fun Interaction (Small Groups, 15 minutes)

Activities that encourage preschoolers to enter the classroom and begin engaging with peers and Small Group Leaders by providing age appropriate and hands on fun while introducing new concepts they will hear in the day’s Bible story.
Prepare to offer one or more of the following activities as Your 3-, 4-, or 5-year-olds arrive. Let one or two teachers lead activities in different areas of the room while another teacher greets parents and kids at the door. 

1. Setting the Table Relay
Made to Move: An activity that uses a preschooler’s natural desire to move to help them learn
What You Need: “Placemat” Activity Page; white paper; toy spoon, fork, knife, cup, and plate; and plastic food to put on the plate 

What You Do: 

Before the Activity: Copy the “Placemat” Activity Page onto paper and place it on the table. Collect all the other items and place them in a pile several feet from the table. 

During the Activity: Hold up the “Placemat” and point out the different spots on the page. Help the children identify what goes in each spot. Then point out the items on the other side of the room that they must place in the correct spot on the “Placemat.” Set it on the table where children can see it. Line up the children behind the items on the floor. When you say go, the children must pick up an item (one child at a time), walk quickly to the placemat, put the item in the correct spot, walk back, and tag the next child in line. Repeat with the remaining items. If you run out of items, simply remove them from the placemat, place them back in the pile, and start again. Allow every child to have a turn.
What You Say: 

Before the Activity: “Can anyone tell me what this is? (Pause.) Yes! It’s a placemat. We sometimes use placemats when we eat.”

During the Activity: “Do you see some empty spots here on my placemat? Let’s name what might go in each spot. (Point to different spots on the placemat for children to identify.) Today I want us to take turns choosing an item from over there (point) and placing it in the right spot on the placemat.
“I have a BIG hint. Do you see how there is some play food in that pile? What do you put food on at home when you eat? (Pause.) Yes, a plate! So make sure that the plate is in place before you choose to move the food when it’s your turn. Are you ready? (Pause.) Let’s go!”
After the Activity: “Great job putting the items on our placemat. I would guess that some of you help your mom and dad set the table at home. In our Bible story today, we’ll hear about a man who provided a special meal for someone who was hungry. It’s one of my favorites!”
Transition: Move to Worship and Story by calling out different things you do when you sit at the table (like putting your napkin in your lap, using a spoon to eat your soup, drinking from a cup, bringing food to your mouth with a fork, etc.) for the children to pantomime.
2. Grain Relay 
Made to Play: An activity that encourages preschoolers to follow guidelines while having fun and learning new concepts

Be sure to list the items you will be using today on the “Allergy Alert Poster” and post it at the door to your room.
What You Need: “Allergy Alert Poster,” white cardstock, 2 small tubs, rice, and 1 plastic cup
What You Do: 

Before the Activity: Copy “Allergy Alert Poster” on white cardstock and hang it on the door. Place the rice in one of the tubs. Place the tub with the rice at one end of the activity area. Place the empty tub about 5 to ten feet from the first tub. 
During the Activity: Have the children make a single file line behind the tub with the rice. Challenge the children to use the cup to transfer the rice to the other tub one at a time relay style. Repeat as desired. 
What You Say: 
Before the Activity: “Let’s play a relay game!” 
During the Activity: “We are going to help each other move the grain from this tub (point) to that tub (point). We are going to use this cup (hold up) to do it. You will scoop the grain and carry it over to the empty tub and pour it in. (Demonstrate.) We will all help each other and move all of the grain. Everyone will have one turn. Are you ready to help each other move the grain?” (Do activity.)
After the Activity: “Great job! You are all such great helpers! We are going to hear a story today about someone who helped others. I cannot wait to hear our exciting story from the Bible!” 
Transition: Move to Worship and Story by encouraging the children to hold hands and help each other to the story area. Say, “Everyone hold a friend’s hand and let’s help each other walk to the story area. We are going to hear a great Bible story today about someone else who was a helper!” 

3. Welcome to My Restaurant
Made to Imagine: An activity that lets preschoolers pretend, imagine, and role play to enhance their learning

What You Need: 2-3 small spiral notebooks or pieces of scrap paper, and crayons
What You Do: 

During the Activity: Explain to the children that today you will be pretending you’re at a restaurant. Guide the children to sit around the tables. Group them so that you have a few children at each table (depending on the size of your class). Select two or three children from the class to act as servers. Assign each “server” a table and give them a spiral notebook/paper and crayons. Instruct them to go around the table, ask what each person would like to order, and write down (or draw) the order for each child on the paper. (Note: Switch up the roles so that others can serve as servers/customers.)
What You Say: 

Before the Activity: “Raise your hand if you’ve ever been to a restaurant with your family where a server comes to your table to take your order. (Pause.) Me too! Well, we’re going to pretend we’re at a restaurant today!”
During the Activity: (Pick a few children to be servers.) “Servers, please greet each person at your table and take their order. You can write it down or draw a quick picture of each item. For those sitting at the table, please only order two things, like a hamburger and apple juice. Okay, servers, start serving!”
After the Activity: “That was so fun! When you took your friend’s orders, you were helping. In our Bible story, we’ll hear about someone who helped in a BIG way. Let’s go hear our true story from the Bible!”
Transition: Move to Worship and Story by calling on different children to say what restaurant they want to go to and what they might order when they get there. Children can answer as you move.

Key Question: Who can you thank for everything?
Bottom Line: I can thank God for everything.
Basic Truth: God made me.
Groups: Creating a Safe Place to Connect (Small Groups, 25 minutes)
Create a safe place to connect through activities that are written to reach every learning style while reinforcing the Bottom Line that was introduced during the Bible Story and applying it to real life experiences. In addition, these activities provide preschoolers with an opportunity to build relationships with their Small Group Leader.
Offer as many of the following activities as your time, facilities, resources, and leadership allow. You may want to lead one activity at a time. Or, offer two activities at once and allow half the kids to participate in each. Then switch groups and repeat the activities. 

1. Help
Hear from God | Memory Verse Review 
Made to Move: An activity that uses a preschooler’s natural desire to move to help them learn 

What You Need: No supplies needed
What You Do: 

Before the Activity: Choose one child to say the memory verse with the motions. Try to choose a child that you know that can say the verse alone. 
During the Activity: Praise the child who said the verse. Then ask the other children to help that child say the verse louder. Say the verse as a class very loudly. 
After the Activity: Repeat several times with different children. If you choose to allow all of the children to have a turn to say the verse, but you have some children who are shy, consider pairing two children together to say the verse. Be sure to use the word “help” when inviting the other children to say the verse with the lone child. 
What You Say: 

Before the Activity: “Who would like to say our memory verse and do the motions by themselves? (Pause.) Great! (Allow the child to say the verse.) NICE JOB!”

During the Activity: “I bet the verse will be even LOUDER if you had some help. Friends, let’s be like Boaz and help him/her say the verse louder! We can all say the memory verse together! Are you ready? I will give thanks to the Lord with my whole heart, Psalm 111:1. WOW! It was super loud with everyone’s help!” 
After the Activity: “It is so nice to have help from others. God sends us people to help us. We should always be very thankful for everything that God does for us. Who can you thank for everything? [Bottom Line] I can thank God for everything!” 
2. Act It Out
Talk About God | Bible Story Review 
Made to Create: An activity that allows preschoolers to review the Bible story, Bottom Line, or memory verse through imagination and creative play.
What You Need: No supplies needed
What You Do: 

During the Activity: Select two girls to play Ruth and Naomi and a boy to play Boaz. The remainder of the group can play the workers in Boaz’s field. Encourage each child to act out their part of the story as you read the script and suggested motions/actions listed below. 
What You Say:
Before the Activity: “Let’s act out the story we heard about today from the Bible. I need two girls to play Ruth and Naomi (pick two girls) and a boy to play Boaz (pick boy) and the rest of you to play the workers in the field.”
During the Activity: “Once upon a time, there was a girl named Ruth. Wave to the audience, Ruth. (Pause.) Great. And there was a woman named Naomi. Naomi, why don’t you bow, like this? (Demonstrate a curtsey.) Great job! Now Ruth and Naomi were very sad because they didn’t have any food. Show us how you would look and feel if you were really hungry! (Pause.)
“Not far from where they lived was a man named Boaz. Boaz, say, ‘HELLO,’ in a big booming voice! (Pause.) Boaz had people working in his fields gathering all the grain. (To the rest of the group) Okay, field workers. Start gathering the grain. 

“The fields were big and the workers worked very fast. Hurry up, workers! But as they went along, sometimes they would leave some grain behind. Ruth saw the grain and began to pick up the leftovers. (To Ruth) Go ahead, Ruth, and grab those leftovers. Pick it up and put it in your basket. (Ruth should pretend to put stuff in a basket.) 
“Ruth worked hard all day and took back all she’d gathered to Naomi. (To Ruth) Ruth, go ahead and hand Naomi your basket. (Pause.) When Boaz saw Ruth, he realized how hungry she must be, and he knew he could help! So he invited Ruth to eat lunch and drink water and pick all the grain she needed. When she took this grain back to Naomi, Naomi asked, ‘Who helped you?’ (To Naomi) Go ahead Naomi, ask, ‘Who helped you?’ (Pause.) Then Ruth said, ‘A man named Boaz helped me.’ (Pause.) Ruth and Naomi were so glad that Boaz chose to help them. How about giving yourselves a hand? Great job, everyone!” (Encourage the children to have a seat.)
After the Activity: “Ruth and Naomi were so hungry, and they needed help! God sends people to help us just like he sent Boaz to help Ruth and Naomi. We can thank God for people who help us. Who can you thank for everything? [Bottom Line] I can thank God for everything.”
3. Pie of Thanks
Live for God | Application Activity
Made to Think: An advanced activity specifically designed for older preschoolers

What You Need: “Pie Pictures” and “Pie Label” Activity Pages, white cardstock, Avery® #5160 labels or equivalent, paper plates, orange construction paper, metal brads, scissors, and glue sticks
What You Do: 
Before the Activity: Copy the “Pie Pictures” Activity Page onto the white cardstock and cut along the dotted lines. Each child will need one of each of the four pictures. Copy the “Pie Label” Activity Page onto the labels and set aside. Cut the orange construction paper into the shape of a circle that is slightly smaller than the diameter of the plate. You will need one circle per child. Cut a triangle out of the circle where the point of the triangle is near the middle of the circle (but not all the way in, as you will need to be able to stick a brad through the center of the circle to secure it to a plate). The circle should look like a pie with a slice missing. 

During the Activity: Give each child a plate and the four pictures. Help the children glue the pictures at 12:00, 3:00, 6:00, and 9:00 on the plate. Place the orange circle on top of the plate and the pictures. Then push a metal brad through the center of the paper and plate. Secure the brad. Help the children apply the label on top of the orange paper. 
What You Say:
Before the Activity: “God has given us so much to be thankful for. God gives us people to help us, just like he sent Boaz to help Ruth and Naomi.” 

During the Activity: “We have four pictures of people who help us. (Hold up each one as you introduce it.) Our family helps us, our teachers help us, doctors help us, and police officers help us. We are going to glue these pictures onto this plate. (Hold up.) We’re going to make a fun craft that looks like a pie to take home to show our families some of the people who help us!” (Do activity.) 

After the Activity: “Nice work! Your pies look great. I can’t wait for you to take them home and show your families some of the people who help us. God gives us people who help us because He loves us so much. We should always be thankful for everything that God does for us. Who can you thank for everything? [Bottom Line] I can thank God for everything!”
4. Pom-Pom Parachuting
Live for God | Application Activity
Made to Move: An activity that uses a preschooler’s natural desire to move to help them learn

What You Need: A parachute and several small and medium-sized yellow pom-poms
What You Do: 

During the Activity: Lay the parachute out flat in an open area of the room and gather the children around its perimeter. Instruct the children to grab the edges of the parachute with both hands and slowly raise it up until the children are standing tall. Encourage the children to wave the parachute gently. Then drop a few yellow pom-poms onto the parachute. Explain to the children that the pom-poms are like the grain in today’s Bible story. Encourage the children to wave the parachute carefully in order to keep the “grain” from falling off onto the floor.
What You Say: 
Before the Activity: “I have something fun for us to play with today! What is it? (Point and pause as children respond.) That’s right, a parachute!”
During the Activity: “Let’s all spread out around the edge of the parachute so we have room for everybody. Great! Now carefully grab the parachute with both hands and raise it until you’re standing tall. Let’s gently wave the parachute with our arms. Wonderful! In our Bible story today, we talked about how Boaz helped Ruth and Naomi by giving them grain from his field. I’m going to place some grain on the parachute. You must be careful to keep ALL the grain on the parachute as you wave it. Are you ready? (Pause.) Here we go!”

After the Activity: “Great job keeping all the grain on the parachute! Ruth was so thankful for Boaz and how he helped her in our Bible story today. God puts people in our lives to help us too, like our parents and teachers and sisters and brothers and grandparents and friends! You and I can thank God for giving us people who help us. Who can you thank for everything? [Bottom Line] I can thank God for everything.”
5. People Who Help Me
Live for God | Application Activity
Made to Create: An activity that allows preschoolers to review the Bible story, Bottom Line, or memory verse by creating a craft 

What You Need: “People” Activity Page, white cardstock, scissors, yellow stamp pad, and wet wipes 
What You Do: 
Before the Activity: Copy the Activity Page onto the white cardstock. Cut each page along the dotted lines. Each child will need ¼ of a page. 

During the Activity: Instruct the children to place their index finger on the stamp pad and make fingerprints in the outlines of the heads on the stick figures. Make sure the children put fingerprints on every stick figure. 
What You Say: 
Before the Activity: “I am so thankful that God gave us people to help us!” 

During the Activity: “We are going to use our fingerprints to make people on our paper. You can take it home to show your family that God gives us people to help us.” (Do activity.) 

After the Activity: “Awesome job! Your people look great. We should be so thankful to God for all that He does for us, especially for giving us people who help us. Who can you thank for everything? [Bottom Line] I can thank God for everything!” 
6. Journal and Prayer 
Pray to God | Prayer Activity
Made to Reflect: An activity that encourages personal application and prayer
What You Need: “Memory Verse Card” paper clipped in your Bible at Psalm 111:1, journal, and a fun-shaped pen
SMALL GROUP LEADER (SGL): “It’s small group time! I need all of my small group friends to help me find our special spot. (Let the children lead you to your small group spot.)

“Thank you for helping me find our special spot. You know, our Bible story today was about some happy helpers too! Let’s sit down and talk about them.

“Does anyone remember the names of the happy helpers in our story today? (Pause.) Yes! Ruth helped Naomi, and then Boaz helped Ruth. What did Ruth do to help Naomi? (Pause.) Right again! She went into the fields and worked hard to pick up grain so they would have food to eat. How did Boaz help Ruth? (Pause.) You are so smart! Boaz helped Ruth by leaving lots of grain for Ruth to pick up. He also gave her extra grain to take home to Naomi, and he let her eat lunch with him and drink all the water she needed.

“We have people who help us too. Who do you think we should thank for the people who help us? (Pause.) You got it! God! We can thank God for everything! Who can you thank for everything?” 

CHILDREN and SGL: [Bottom Line] “I can thank God for everything!”
SGL: “The Bible verse we’re learning says I will give thanks to the Lord with my whole heart, Psalm 111:1. (Lay Bible down.)
“Giving thanks to God with our whole heart sounds awesome! Stand up and let’s say that together with the motions. Just say what I say and do what I do!”

CHILDREN and SGL: “I will give thanks (thumbs to chest) to the Lord (both hands point up) with my whole heart (both hands over heart) Psalm 111:1.” (Open hands like a book.) (Repeat several times.)
SGL: “You sound super fantastic! High-fives for everyone! (Give each child a high-five.) Let’s sit down now and get ready to write in our journal and pray.” 
(Hold journal and fun-shaped pen.)

“I think we should make a list of the people who help us. When we pray we can thank God for the people on our list. This might be a really long list, because we have so many people who help us! When I say your name, tell me some of the people who help you.”
(Write each child’s name and what they say beside their name. Remember to print the words they say so the children can recognize their names and the letters.)

“Wow! What a list! Let’s close our eyes and put our hands together so we can thank God for all of these people. Would anyone like to pray before I pray?”
(Give each child who wants to pray the opportunity to do so.)
Prayer

SGL: “Dear God, we have so much to be thankful for today! Thank You for loving us enough to send so many people to help us. Thank You for sending [person child listed] to help [child’s name]. (Repeat for each child.) You are so good to us, God. Help us to love You with our whole heart. In Jesus’ name, amen.”
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
