Bible Story Focus: I am thankful I can pray.
 The Lord’s Prayer • Matthew 6:9-13
Memory Verse: “I will give thanks to the Lord with my whole heart.” Psalm 111:1, ESV
Key Question: Who can you thank for everything?
Bottom Line: I can thank God for everything.
Basic Truth: God made me.
Gather children for a Large Group time that includes interactive worship, the introductory sketch, and the Bible story. The Stage Script is written for those who gather their preschoolers together from multiple rooms and have a larger space on which to present the Bible story. If you are pulling your children to a rug to one side of your preschool space, you may benefit from using the Rug Script.  

Worship: Inviting People to Respond to God
Engage kids’ hearts through dynamic and interactive worship in a Large Group setting.

A Worship Leader and live instruments are recommended to sing along with the music tracks. Encourage children to be active during worship by incorporating the appropriate hand motions. 

What You Need: Paperclip “Memory Verse Card” in your Bible at 2 Chronicles 32:8. You will also need a CD player and this month’s worship song, “Every Day,” which is included in your monthly files. The dance moves video of this song is available on the “Everybody Sing” Dance Moves DVD. You will also need “Take Care of Me,” available at www.AmberSkyRecords.com or on the Everybody Sing CD and Dance Moves DVD.

WORSHIP LEADER: “Good morning, everyone! It’s so good to see you today. I can’t wait to sing with you. But first, tell me: Who can you thank for everything?”
CHILDREN and WORSHIP LEADER: [Bottom Line] “I can thank God for everything.”

WORSHIP LEADER: “Yes, that’s right! Let’s sing our awesome new song. It tells us that we can praise and say thank you every day!
Lead children in singing “Every Day,” this month’s worship song.

“Yay! What incredible singers you are. Who can you thank for everything?”
CHILDREN and WORSHIP LEADER: [Bottom Line] “I can thank God for everything.”

WORSHIP LEADER: “That’s right! [Bottom Line] I can thank God for everything. Remember, our memory verse tells us exactly that. Are you ready to do it with me? (Pause.) Let’s do it! I will give thanks (thumbs to chest) to the Lord (both hands point up) with my whole heart (both hands over heart), Psalm 111:1. (Open hands like a book.) Let’s do it again.”
CHILDREN and WORSHIP LEADER: “I will give thanks (thumbs to chest) to the Lord (both hands point up) with my whole heart (both hands over heart), Psalm 111:1.” (Open hands like a book.) (Repeat several times.)

WORSHIP LEADER: “Way to go. You are awesome. We can say thank You to God each and every day. He takes care of us each and every day. That makes me want to sing!
Lead children in singing “Take Care of Me.”
“I love singing about how God will take care of us. Who can you thank for everything?”

CHILDREN and WORSHIP LEADER: [Bottom Line] “I can thank God for everything.”

Choose an adult or teenager who relates well to preschoolers to tell the Introductory Sketch. If possible, use the same person for an entire month, as the Host role stays the same each month. 

Choose an engaging adult to tell the Bible story. This person should be able to command the attention of preschoolers and control the group through animated storytelling. These scripts are written to be “told” and not “read.” Advanced preparation is necessary.

Introductory Sketch

What You Need: A play kitchen or a kitchen made from cardboard boxes, an apron, a cake plate, a frosted chocolate cake, spatula, and a fork
(Note: The kitchen and apron will be used all month long. Host will do something different each week in the kitchen.)
(Host is wearing an apron. The cake is on the cake plate and Host is putting the finishing touches on the frosting.)
HOST: “And that . . . should . . . do it.
(Stand back to admire your work.)
“Not too bad, if I do say so myself!
(Smile at the cake and then look at the children.)
“Hey, friends! My name is [Host’s name], and this is the most fantastic cake in all the land.
(Pick up the cake plate with the cake on it.) 

“Fresh out of the oven: my mom’s Fabulous Fudge Explosion cake.
(Hold the cake up in the air for all to admire.)

“Ta-da!
(Bring the cake down and stare at it while thinking.)

“You know, I really should taste test this cake. (Pause, still thinking.) I wouldn’t want anyone to eat a slice and think it’s gross. (Pause, still thinking) And I just happen to have a fork right over here. It’s always good to have a fork handy when you’re cooking. Let’s see . . . I’ll take this bite right here.
(Take a huge bite and leave a hole in the cake for the children to see.)

“Oh, goodness. Oh, my. Mmm. Nothing gross here. Just a fabulous, chocolaty, fudgy explosion happening right in my mouth. This cake is DE-licious, friends! I’m so glad it tastes good, because we’re making 10 of these cakes to take to friends for Thanksgiving to show them how thankful we are to have them as friends. I think this cake is for my best friend.
(Look at the cake and panic as you look closer at the chunk missing in the cake.)
“Wait. We’re taking THIS cake to my friend TODAY. And there’s a big hole in it now that I ate a bite! What do I do? I can’t give this cake to my friend with a big bite taken out of it! And I don’t have time to follow all of the steps to make another cake. I had to follow so many steps to make my mom’s Fabulous Fudge Explosion cake. 

“Okay, I’m going to go see what I can do to fix this cake while [Storyteller’s name] tells you another true story from the Bible. Sound good? See you later, friends!
(Host exits with the cake while Storyteller enters.)

“The cake just looked too yummy. Why can I never say no to cake? Looks like I’ll be making another one. Where are those steps?”

(Host exits.)
Bible Story

What You Need: Bible, the foam board “Recipe Card” made last week, “Praying Hands Picture” Activity Page printed on white copy paper, and clear tape
(Note: Storyteller will use the foam board “Recipe Card” all month during the story.)
(Storyteller enters carrying the foam board Recipe Card.)

STORYTELLER: “Looks like [Host’s name] is off to make another cake. I’m sure if he/she follows the steps for making that fabulous cake he/she will have no problem at all. 

“Last time we were together we began making something. Do you remember what it was? (Pause.) A Recipe for Thanks!

(Show the children the Recipe Card.) 
“Our recipe card has four ingredients that when mixed all together it makes THANKS! Do you remember what our first ingredient is in our Recipe for Thanks?
(Point to the Bible picture.)

“You got it! The Bible! The Bible has God’s words in it. It tells us stories and rules that help keep us safe and have the best life. God gave us the Bible because He loves us. We are SO thankful for the Bible!

“Today we’re going to talk about our second ingredient in our Recipe for Thanks. It’s a very, very important ingredient. Can you guess what it is by looking at this picture on our recipe card?
(Tape the “Praying Hands Picture” to the second blank on the Recipe Card.)

“What are these hands doing? Are they clapping? (Pause.) No. They are praying! Praying is when we talk to God. Do you know we can talk to God? Raise your hand if you knew that!
(Raise your hand and look around at the children.) 

“I knew you knew that! But wait. Does that mean you can talk to God when you’re a kid? (Pause.) Of course you can! God wants everyone to talk to Him anytime, anywhere, and about anything. God is always listening! 

“That is AWESOME! And it gets even more awesome! Are you ready for this? Jesus even taught us how to pray. He sure did! Jesus taught us how to talk to God!

“He said that whenever we pray we should tell God all the things we love about Him, like how He made the world, how He’s so strong and can do anything, and how much He cares for all of us.
“Jesus didn’t stop there. He also said we should ask God for what we need when we pray. If we need a friend, we should ask God for one. If we want someone who’s sick to get better, we should ask God for it. And if we really, really want a puppy, we can as God for that too. It doesn’t mean we’ll always get what we ask for, but Jesus said we should always talk to God about it.
“And when we make a wrong choice, we should talk to God about that too. We can talk to Him about things like not sharing with our friends or not telling the truth to our parents so we don’t get in trouble.

“Jesus also said we should say, ‘I’m sorry’ to the person we hurt and to God. 

“And then, at the end of our prayer, we should ask God to help us do the right thing.  

“Then, when you’re done talking to God, what’s the last word you say? Is it, ‘The end’? Or is it, ‘Amen’?” (Pause.)
“Yes! We say amen! Talking to God is an amazing thing! It’s definitely something we should say, ‘Thank You, God!’ for. So, are you ready? At the count of three say, ‘Thank You, God!’ Ready? One, two, three!”
CHILDREN and STORYTELLER: “Thank You, God!”

STORYTELLER: “Louder. One, two, three!”
CHILDREN and STORYTELLER: “Thank You, God!”

STORYTELLER: “We can thank God for the Bible (point to the Bible on Recipe Card). We can thank God for prayer (point to praying hands on Recipe Card). We can thank God for everything! Who can you thank for everything?”
CHILDREN and STORYTELLER: [Bottom Line] “I can thank God for everything!” 

STORYTELLER: “Now let’s close our eyes and I’ll pray.”
Prayer
STORYTELLER: “Dear God, thank You so much that we can talk to You, just like we’re doing right now. Thank You that anyone can talk to You anytime, anywhere, about anything. You are such a good and loving God. Thank You for sending Jesus to teach us how to pray. He truly is the best friend we could ever have. We love You, God. In Jesus’ name we pray, amen.” 

(Dismiss children and leaders back to groups.)
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
